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Influence of parents' problem actions on psychological stress of leaders
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Abstract: The purpose of this research is to clarify the influence of parents' problem actions on psychological stress
of leaders at children's sports scene. For this purpose, the present study conducted the following three investigations.
In survey 1, we conducted an exploratory factor analysis on 30 items representing parental problem behavior obtained
in the previous study and created parental problem behavior scale. As a result of factor analysis, the following three
factors were extracted. The first factor is "complaints”, the second factor is "violent behavior” (4 items) representing
practice and violent behavior during the game, the third factor is that the guardian will give instructions like a leader
"On site intervention” to represént. Parents' problem behavior scale with these three factors as interpretation degrees
was created. In survey 2, confirmatory factor analysis was performed on the parents' problem behavior scale and the
composition concept validity was examined. As a result, the model fitness index was GFI = .923, AGFI = .856, CFI =
971, RMSEA = .097. In addition, the pass coefficients from the latent variables to the observation variables were all
sufficient values. This indicated the adequacy of parents' problem behavior scale. In survey 3, in order to clarify the
relationship between parental problems behavior and psychological stress response of the guardian using the parents'
problematic behavior scale and SRS - 18 (Suzuki et al., 1997), both scales Pearson's correlation coefficient was determined.
We also performed multiple regression analysis. As a result, a significant positive influence was shown between parental
behavior problem and leaders' stress response.
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
